An-
ticipated publication date
is mid-2007.

Tri-State Children of Chornobyl Relief Committee

- The Tri-State Children of Chornobyl Relief
Committee (CCRC) was founded in 1989 and ?

currently conducts three major projects:

1. The Suture Program, through which

seven hospitals in the cities of L'viv, Rivne,

and Chervonohrad have received over $35,000 worth of
sutures through the Global Links network in the past 12
years. Tri-State CCRC provides $2,000 per year toward
the cost of this program.

2. The Toshiba Cath-Lab Provision Program, which deliv-
ered a Cath-Lab donated by UPMC in Pittsburgh. CCRC
assisted with the delivery and installation of the Cath-Lab,
as well as training in its use. CCRC has promised an ad-
ditional $1,000 to replace worn out computer parts. Itis
anticipated that use of the machine will begin in early
2007, saving needy patients from making trips abroad for
such examinations.

3. The Poison Control Center Program, which CCRC and
the Norwin, PA Rotary Club introduced to Ukraine. The
first two centers were organized in L'viv and in Rivne sev-
eral years ago, and the Rivne Center was recently visited
by Ukraine’s First Lady Kateryna Yushchenko. Mrs.
Yushchenko expressed the desire to see such centers es-
tablished throughout Ukraine, and she has pledged the
assistance of the Charitable Fund “Ukraine 3000”, which
she chairs, in obtaining the support of the Ministry of
Health of Ukraine. Discussions regarding this project are
continuing, and CCRC hopes to sign an official agreement
of cooperation with Rotary and Ukraine 3000 soon, as well
as to develop a business plan to create this poison control
center network throughout Ukraine. It will take three to
four years to develop this project fully, and the financial
contribution of Rotary and CCRC is anticipated to total
nearly $100,000! CCRC has already committed the sum
of $3,000 as seed money toward the project’s realization.

- As in previous years, CCRC Chairman Sydir M. Tymiak
spent much of his summer stay in Ukraine advancing the
aforementioned projects - and at his own personal cost.
CCRC hopes that the community will continue its gener-
ous financial support and wishes to thank the following
for their recent donations: Zenon Komonytsky, Katherine
Popiel, UNA Branch 161 in Ambridge, and the family of
Viktor Vasynchuk.
