(from page 1) and the many
cultural amenities it has to
offer. They were also pleas-
antly surprised by the large
Ukrainian-American pop-
ulation in the area and ap-
preciated the picnic the
George and Angela Honchar
family prepared for them.

- Professional hosts and home hosts all gained a
better understanding of life in Ukraine and the
differences that exist between our countries - as well
as the similarities. Understanding that the issues
facing librarians in Ukraine are very similar to those
facing American librarians helped to establish a rap-
port among hosts and delegates. Learning of the
differences in funding levels, access to information,
free speech, and the role of libraries in each country
offered many possibilities for productive dialogue.

Visiting Pepper-Hamilton

- Their program included visits to five community
libraries: Oakland, Carnegie, Duquesne, Home-
stead, and Mount Lebanon. They had the oppor-
tunity to tour their facilities, listen to presentations
about their operations with special attention devoted
to financing, and active discuss their own libraries
and issues of importance to them. These visits
opened the door to good networking opportunities
and to several potential sister library relationships.

- The group also attended a presentation about
Intellectual Property Rights at Pepper Hamilton LLP
law firm. They later toured the Allegheny County
Jail - the conditions inside which they found
surprising, and the respect shown to inmates
impressive. Visiting these two ends of the legal
system reinforced upon delegates the importance of
individual rights in American society.

- Other meetings included the University of Pitts-
burgh’s School of Information Science, Hillman Li-
brary, and Slavic Department; Allegheny County Li-
brary Association; the CAPA School for Creative and
Performing Arts; the Heinz History Center Archives;
and a Cross Cultural Training with Rhonda Coast.

- Finally, the group’s cultural program included vis-
its to Phipps Conservatory, the Carnegie Museums
of Art and Hlstory, the Senator John Heinz Regional
History Center, and a day trip
to Niagara Falls. m
