The children come from orphanages, shelters, foster homes,
boarding schools, have lost parents due to the war, and difficult
life circumstances. The Warm Hands Program has hosted eight
sessions to date with hopes of many more! The Volyn’ Oblast has
over 23,000 children in need of help. By the end of the program,
the children embrace one another, have found friends, learned
new forms of communication, developed creativity, discovered
innate talents, improved their physical health & activity, and most
importantly improved their spiritual and psychological states.

The children of Warm Hands have created over
1,000 paintings and works of art, which have been
shown in galleries and theaters in Ukraine [Lutsk
and Kyiv]; Poland [Cholm]; and the USA
